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After checking that there is a supply of gas to the boiler,
and that the supply voltage is correct, press in the
RESET butten on the electronic control unit on the front,

and then continue trying to trace the fault in accordan-
ce with the schedule below, once the boiler has cooled
down.

. The gas is of the wrong type

. Faultin the solenoid valve

. Fault in the cantrol system

. Fault in the flame sensor

. Fault in the electranic control unit

A. There is no click from the solenoid valve, and the boiler does not start

. Fault in the glow plug

Fault in the flame sensor

B. There is a click from the solenoid valve

There is air in the gas cylinder

Fault in the glow plug, or wrong type

Check the glow plug {see Checking the Glow
Plug, page 31), and replace it if it is defective

Bridge the flame sensor's terminals. If the boiler
starts, replace the flame sensor

If the water thermostat’s terminai (B) is not
conducting, itis defective and should be replaced

If the boiler thermostat's terminal (A) is not
conducting, itis defective and should be replaced

Check the solenoid valve (see Checking the
Solenoid Valve, page 31), and replace it if itis
defective

but the boiler does not start

Bleed the air from the cylinder

Check the glow plug {see Checking the Glow
Plug, page 31), and replace it if it is defective

Fit correct gas cylinder

C. The boiler starts, but stops again after 45-60 seconds

E. The boiler starts, but the fluid begins 1o bail

. There is air in the radiator system

. The circulating pump is not working

Bleed the radiators

Check that the pump raises the level ot fluid in the
bleed hose leading to the header tank by dis
connecting the pump cable and then reconnecting
it. If necessary, replace the circulating pump
cable (see Checking the Circulating Pump, page
38)
